Setting up the TE2000S for Köhler illumination
· Set the condenser to brightfield (the “A” setting)

· Remove the DIC Polarizer 

· Place a slide on the stage and focus your specimen

· Close the field diaphragm until you can see the edges of the iris

· Focus the image of the field diaphragm with the condenser focus knobs

· Center the focused image of the field diaphragm with the condenser centering knobs

· Spread the field diaphragm until the edges of the iris are just outside the field of view

· Swing the Bertrand lens into place (located on the eyepiece assembly)

· Close the condenser aperture diaphragm until you can see it through the eyepieces

· Focus the condenser aperture diaphragm using the Bertrand focus knob

· Spread the condenser aperture diaphragm until it is ~70-80% of the field of view

· Remove the Bertrand lens and insert your DIC polarizer and condenser prisms
